Next month’s meeting

Virginia - Make it Shine.  Tracie will 
tell us about opportunities clean local 
public places making them more 
enjoyable for all of us.  This will give 
the Club an opportunity to show that 
we are not just a group of beer 
drinkers who ski or skiers who drink 
beer.

The board believes that the 
Club members should make two 
amendments to our by-laws.  Our 
current by-laws provide that the club 
has two vice presidents - a vice 
president for administration and a 
vice president for trips.  It also 
provides that the “vice president” will 
be come president if the current 
president becomes disabled or 
resigns.  Unfortunately, the by-laws 
do not say which vice president. We 
propose that the by-laws specify that 
the administrative vice president be 
one who will succeed a president 
who resigns or is disabled.   

The current board assumes 
that the quorum for our eight 
member board is five members.  
However, this requirement for board 
action is not specified in the by-laws.  
We believe that the by-laws should 
specify a five member quorum for 

board action.  The second proposed 
amendment will do this. 

In order to amend the by-
laws, two-thirds of those present and 
voting must vote for the amendment.  
More importantly, twenty percent of 
the members eligible to vote must be 
present at the meeting. If you think 
you may not be present in person at 
the March meeting, please fill out 
and return the proxy attached to this 
news letter.  Proxies will available at 
the February meeting also.    

Nine of us have just returned 
from a great ski trip to Big Sky, 
Montana.  For the details, see Gary 
Cassier’s article.  We are fortunate to 
have another west trip coming up in 
March.  As of this writing, at least 
thirty-six club members are going.
